all eligible bidders as defined in the Procurement Guidelines. In addition, please refer to paragraphs 1.6 and 1.7 
setting forth the World Bank's policy on conflict of interest.

If 
the specified date for last date of bid document purchasing and bid submission/opening falls on a Government 
holiday then the same time on the next working day shall be considered for such events. However, the last date for 
bid submission and opening shall be the next working day after the last date of bid purchasing. In such case the 
validity of bid security shall be considered from already specified last date for bid submission. Late bids will be 
rejected.  
 

All bids must be accompanied by a bid security in form of Bank' Guarantee not less than Nepalese Rupees 
37,500,000.00 or an equivalent amount in convertible currency as per exchange rate list published by Nepal Rastra
